User Support Specialist Major
This major provides students with expertise in business 
computer applications. It includes a study of hardware and 
software installation, the use of common operating systems, 
networking, programming, systems design, and project 
management. Graduates are prepared to tailor hardware and 
software based on user needs and to provide end-user support 
and training. Career opportunities include help desk support 
technician, technical computer training, computer consulting, 
business computer marketing, and information technologies 
employment.

Web Content Developer Concentration

Computer Science/Programming

Computer Science / Software Engineering Concentration
This concentration is designed for students planning to transfer 
to a computer science or computer information systems program 
at a four-year college. In addition to being a transfer program, 
this program will help students, who are interested in game and 
entertainment programming, acquire the fundamental skills to get 
started. Students should consult a Lakeland counselor prior to 
beginning this program in order to ensure maximum transferability.

Internet Programming Concentration
This program provides students with skills necessary to establish 
and maintain an effective Web presence. Students will design and 
create the interface between data storage and the user, create 
dynamic Web pages, and add interactivity to their sites with an 
emphasis on Internet programming languages and techniques. 
This concentration is designed to prepare graduates for 
employment with organizations that use computers to distribute 
information via the Internet internally, externally and / or globally.
